The professional has been certified by the Cyprus Authorities according with Regulation (EC) 303/2008
with a category I certificate as incorporated by article 10(5)in Regulation 517/2014

Holders of Category I certificate as article for 4(2) stipulates, can carry out all the activities provided for in
Article 2(1). These are: (a) leakage checking of applications containing 3 kg or more of fluorinated
greenhouse gases and of applications containing 6 kg or more of fluorinated greenhouse gases with
hermetically sealed systems, which are labelled as such, (b) recovery, (c) installation and (d) maintenance
or servicing.

that later replaced the regulations clearly stipulates in article 10 paragraph 7 that existing certificates and
training attestations issued in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 842/2006 shall remain valid, in
accordance with the conditions under which they were originally issued. Paragraph 10 also clearly says
that Member States shall recognise certificates and training attestations issued in another Member State
in accordance with this Article. They shall not restrict the freedom to provide services or the freedom of
establishment because a certificate was issued in another Member State.

The professional cannot exercise the whole spectrum of the activities he is certified for, as Greek
authorities with presidential decree 1/2013 have laid further requirements in order a professional to have
the right to provide all the activities. as as result of this when he applied for a license he was granted the
license "teyvitno wukTikoc" which is equivalent of holders of category II certificate. As a holder of
category I he should be classifies as "epyobnyoo wyukTikoG" (see attached file 'avayeiia"). This
discrimination has also let him unaible toprovide services under the programm of the goverment (Recycle -
change device). see attached email where his application was refused for not holding the necessary
license.

Regulation 517/2017 is verly clear that holders of categoyr I certificate can exercise the activities listed in
article 10. Greek authorities with the n.A 1/2013 have restricted that right.

We believe that the actions of Greek authorities are not in line with article 10 (10) of Regulation 517/2014.
